	1.
	For the purpose of these terms and conditions the following definitions shall apply:-

“the Council” shall mean Cornwall Council or any duly authorised Officer thereof;

“the Harbour” shall comprise the limits of Truro Harbour as defined by Section 2 of the Truro Harbour Order 1883 as amended save for such areas thereof as may be occupied by Lessees under Leases granted by the Council.

“the Area” shall be the area set aside for water ski-ing within the Harbour which said area is bounded by an imaginary line from Messack Point in St. Just-in-Roseland, northwards to a position due east of Pill Point and thence southward through the starboard hand navigation buoys “Pill” “Carrick” and “Messack” and thence back to Messack Point.

“licence fee” shall mean the fee payable in respect of the vessel used as a personal water craft or water ski-ing at the rates applicable from time to time (including any value added tax on the applicable rate) and is payable on the

granting of this licence and shall not be refundable.

“the Harbour Master” shall mean the person properly appointed by the council and includes his duly authorised Deputies and assistants or any other duly authorised representative thereof.



	2.
	OBLIGATIONS OF THE LICENSEE

	
	i) at all times throughout the period of the licence observe and comply with all terms and conditions herein contained; all statutory rules and regulations affecting the Harbour including all Harbour Byelaws currently in force; and all notices  or directions given from time to time by the council or duly authorised Officer thereof.

ii) at all times to indemnify the council in respect of any claims, demands, proceedings, costs, charges and expenses whatsoever and howsoever arising as a result of the exercise of this Licence and to produce on demand a current policy of insurance covering Third Party Liability for a sum not less than £2,000,000 plus Water Ski Liability for £1,000,000

iii) confine his/her activities within the bounds of the area detailed above and not to encroach on the navigable channel.

iv) take every care and precaution to avoid persons in small boats and to avoid causing damage to property and/or annoyance to persons who may be bathing near the beaches.

v) not launch or let go water skiers in any other area than that detailed above nor leave craft moored in the confines of the area when not in use.

vi) not place any landing stage platform or raft whether permanent or temporary in the area without the prior consent of the Council.

vii) display the boat identification stickers supplied on both sides of the craft so as to be clearly visible.

viii) ensure that the launch used for towing water skiers shall be occupied by two competent persons, the driver to concentrate on navigation and the way ahead and the second person to be responsible for watching the water skier and relating his signals to the driver.

ix) To ensure that no water ski-ing shall take place from the period of one hour after sunset to one hour prior to sunrise or at times of restricted visibility.



	3.
	TERMINATION

	
	i) By the Licensee, by fourteen days notice in writing to the Harbour Master, subject always to compliance with the terms and conditions herein contained and of payment of any sums due hereunder and remaining unpaid.

ii) By the Council, at any time and for whatsoever reason by fourteen days notice in writing to the Licensee.

iii) By the Council forthwith in the event of any breach of the terms and conditions herein contained.



	4.
	The Council reserves the right to modify, extend or reduce the terms and conditions herein contained at its sole discretion upon giving fourteen days written notice to the Licensee at his last known address.



	5. 
	This licence shall be exclusive to the Licensee who shall not transfer assign or otherwise part with the benefit thereof.
